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CONGRESSWOMAN SEWELL RESPONDS TO AUDIT OF
VETERANS HEALTHCARE FACILITIES IN ALABAMA

Today, Congresswoman Terri A. Sewell released the following statement in response to a recent
audit that was conducted at Veterans healthcare facilities in Alabama. The Alabama audit stems
from a nationwide probe into 731 facilities due to reports of excessive wait times and lack of
quality care. As a result of the audit, certain locations were flagged for further review and
investigation. The VA facilities in Tuskegee and Montgomery were among those flagged for
further review. According to the audit, employees within the Central Alabama Veterans Health
Care System (CAVHCS) fabricated records to hide long wait times endured by Veterans from
Alabama, including many in the 7" Congressional District of Alabama.

“I am outraged with the recent findings of improper scheduling practices at Central Alabama
Veterans Health Care System (CAVHCS). Providing high quality health care and benefits to our
nations Veterans is one of our most fundamental obligations,” explained Rep. Sewell. “The
backlog and long wait times for medical services at VA facilities are unacceptable and must stop.
Our Veterans deserve better and CAVHS must be held accountable for fixing its scheduling
practices.”

“My office will continue to closely monitor the ongoing investigation into CAVHCS. I will also
work aggressively with my colleagues in the House and members on the Committee of Veterans
Affairs to ensure rigorous oversight and accountability over the reform efforts at the Veterans
Administration. This week, | co-sponsored H.R. 4810, the Veterans Access to Care Act. This bill
will permit Veterans with extended wait times to receive hospital care and medical service at
private hospitals. |1 look forward to working with my House colleagues and the Senate to
reconcile the legislation passed by each chamber and immediately address the barriers to care our
Veterans have been experiencing. No veteran who has put his or her life at risk for the safety and
security of our nation should come home and have to fight long wait times when trying to get
medical care.”

The Rick Rescorla National Award for Resilience

The Rick Rescorla National Award for Resilience is the Department of Homeland Security’s
(DHS) first national resilience award for superior leadership and innovation by a non-
governmental individual or organization who exemplifies the qualities and achievements of Rick
Rescorla, emphasizing leadership in effective preparation, response, and recovery in the face of
disasters.

Rescorla served as Vice President of Security for Morgan Stanley at their Headquarters in the
World Trade Center. Following the 1993 terrorist attacks on the World Trade Center, Rescorla
regularly drilled his Morgan Stanley employees in disaster preparedness and response, especially
evacuation. On 9/11, Rescorla led a massive evacuation of Morgan Stanley's 2,700-person
workforce located in the South Tower, saving the lives of all but six. His commitment to
preparedness ensured that the 2,700 Morgan Stanley employees who worked in the South Tower
knew how to evacuate and where to go on 9/11.

Eligibility and Criteria
To be eligible for the 2014 award, the nominee must be:

e An individual, residing legally in the United States or its territories, who is not an
employee of a governmental entity — including federal, state, local, tribal or territorial
governments. Volunteer first responders are eligible. This includes firefighters,
emergency medical providers, and law enforcement personnel who serve on a volunteer
basis.

e An organization, other than a governmental entity, based in the United States or its
territories. In 2014, there will be two separate award categories for organizations, one for
“for-profit organizations” and one for “not-for-profit organizations.”

The criteria for the Rescorla Award emphasize leadership and achievement in one or more of the
following areas:

o Outstanding performance during 2013 in withstanding, adapting to, and rapidly recovering
from natural or human caused incidents that impact lives or property, including:

« Demonstrable success in saving lives, protecting property and the environment, or
meeting basic human needs because of outstanding prior preparation and/or
extraordinary efforts during or after incidents.

e Outstanding leadership in assisting individuals, families, organizations and/or
communities in response or recovery from natural or human-caused incidents.

o Qutstanding performance during 2013 in developing resilience in anticipation of future
incidents threatening life or property, including:

e Motivating and assisting individuals (including those with special needs), families,
organizations, and/or communities to take steps that effectively achieve resilience,
for example, developing personal and community preparedness plans and organizing
communities so as to promote the rapid recovery of essential services.



« Implementing regular training and exercises that test the resilience of individuals,
families, organizations and/or communities.

o Implementing private sector preparedness, for example, developing plans for
business continuity and the adoption of cyber security consensus standards and
industry best practices to the fullest extent possible.

o Exceeding existing building and other codes in the design and construction of
infrastructure, including homes, office buildings, and highway bridges and tunnels.

How to Nominate for the Award

Eligible candidates may be nominated for the Rick Rescorla National Award for Resilience
during the nomination period that begins on April 17, 2014 at 12:00 a.m. and closes on July 17,
2014 at 11:59 p.m (EDT). All nominations must be submitted by email to the following DHS
email address: rescorlaaward@hg.dhs.gov.

Agriculture Secretary Vilsack Announces Economic Development
Funding To Create Jobs and Economic Opportunities in Rural
Communities

Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack today announced the selection of 48 community-based
organizations in 26 states, the District of Columbia and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico for
grants to promote economic growth, support rural business development and create jobs.

"These grants will bring increased economic opportunities to rural residents and communities by
strengthening the capacity of regional organizations to help small and emerging businesses,”
Vilsack said. "They also will help organizations experienced in economic development create
more job opportunities for rural residents across the country.”

USDA is making the investments through the Rural Community Development Initiative Program
(RCDI). It helps community-based development organizations, federally recognized Indian tribes
and other groups promote economic growth in low-income, rural communities. Recipients are
required to obtain matching funds, which increase the value of the grants. USDA does not
provide the grants directly to businesses or individuals. Instead, the Agency awards the money to
public or non-profit intermediaries. Much of the RCDI funding is regional in nature and
underscores USDA's support of locally-based development strategies.

Here are some ways these grants will help rural communities. In Sacramento, Calif., the Rural
Community Assistance Corporation will use a $152,492 grant to help local leaders implement
community development initiatives. It also will teach community developers how to leverage
resources to increase the supply of Tribal housing.

The Champaign County Regional Planning Commission, in Urbana, Ill., will receive a $71,375
grant to build the capacity of 23 municipal government boards in Champaign, Douglas, Ford,
Iroquois, Piatt and Vermillion counties in east central Illinois. Board members will receive
training in governing, planning and economic development.

In Concord, N.H., the Northern Forest Center, Inc. will use a $107,956 grant to provide
workforce development and business training services to tourism businesses in the Maine Woods
region.

Under today's announcement, USDA is providing $6.7 million to strengthen local and regional
economic development enterprises. Funding for recipients announced today is contingent upon
the grantee meeting the terms of the grant agreement.

The Rural Community Development Initiative program has a proven history of bringing
economic benefits to rural communities. In 2012, the lowa Economic Development Authority
(IEDA) used a $200,000 RCDI grant to help more than 50 non-profit recipients develop
marketing and branding strategies for community assets. Local groups learned how to collect and
review demographic data, and to identify business retention, expansion and recruitment

strategies. This process, dubbed "Re-Energizing Main Street's Economic Performance,” helped
implement a revitalization and growth plan for downtown businesses.

President Obama'’s plan for rural America has brought about historic investment and resulted in
stronger rural communities. Under the President's leadership, these investments in housing,
community facilities, businesses and infrastructure have empowered rural America to continue
leading the way — strengthening America's economy, small towns and rural communities.
