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CONGRESSWOMAN SEWELL VOTES IN SUPPORT OF
FUNDING BILL THAT AUTHORIZES ARMING OF
SYRIAN OPPOSITION TO CONFRONT THE GROWING
THREAT OF ISIS

Washington, DC - Congresswoman Terri A. Sewell (D-AL) issued the following
statement after voting in support of H.J. Res 124 — Continuing Appropriations
Resolution, 2015, a funding package which includes an amendment to give President
Obama the authority to arm, equip, and train the Syrian opposition in combating the
growing threat of ISIS. The resolution passed in the House with a vote of 319-108and
has been sent to the Senate for final approval.

“Today, I voted in favor of the Continuing Appropriations Resolution 2015, because it
ensures that hard-working Americans and their families can continue to have access to
the government programs and services they and their families depend upon. In addition
to funding government operations through December 11, 2014, this bill includes
additional funding to address the Ebola virus outbreak in West Africa, the U.S. border
agencies efforts to control the influx of child migrants, and the extension of the Export-
Import Bank. I am glad that a bipartisan agreement was reached today to address these
three urgent issues and avoid the needless uncertainty and economic harm caused by a
government shutdown.

I support the President’s request to train and equip moderate Syrians outside of Syria
pursuant to a strategy to degrade and destroy ISIS. The depravity of ISIS’s actions
demands strategic action from the United States and our international partners. This is
why I supported the bipartisan McKeon Amendment to the Continuing Resolution that
provides Title 10 authorization for the Pentagon to arm, train and equip appropriately
vetted members of the Syrian opposition to combat both ISIS and the Syrian President
Bashar Assad. To achieve a lasting solution, I believe that Syrians should be on the front
lines defending their own people against the aggression of ISIS and the oppression of
the Assad regime. ISIS poses a serious threat to our national security and to



CONGRESSWOMAN SEWELL CALLS FOR
RESIGNATION OF U.S. DISTRICT JUDGE MARK
FULLER

Washington, DC — Today, Congresswoman Terri A. Sewell (AL-07) elaborated upon her
call for the resignation of U.S. District Judge Mark Fuller in response to his recent arrest
for battery after an altercation with his wife. Congresswoman Sewell first stated her
position in a September 10t posting on social media and today released the following
additional statement:

“All acts of domestic violence are unacceptable and should not be tolerated. No one
committing such abusive acts should get a pass. This is especially true for those charged
with upholding and enforcing the law. Judge Fuller has violated the public trust and
should resign. As a federal judge, Judge Fuller holds a position of high authority and
should be held to a higher standard of behavior. His actions are currently under review
by a judicial council that will make a determination of misconduct and recommend
disciplinary action that can include suspension of cases, requesting that a judge retire or
public reprimand. Ultimately, the Constitution gives Congress the authority to impeach
members of the judiciary branch for misconduct. I will not hesitate in joining my
colleagues to institute such proceedings if warranted.

While it is important to allow the disciplinary process to play out, I believe the integrity
of the court has already been compromised by Judge Fuller’s actions and subsequent
arrest. I, therefore, join my constituents in calling for the immediate resignation of
Federal Judge Mark Fuller. If an NFL player can lose his job because of domestic
violence then a federal judge should definitely not be allowed to keep his life-time
appointment to the federal bench. It is my hope that Judge Fuller would spare us the
expense and further public humiliation by doing the right thing and resigning.”

STATEMENT FROM CONGRESSWOMAN SEWELL ON THE
51ST ANNIVERSARY OF THE BOMBING OF THE SIXTEENTH
STREET BAPTIST CHURCH

Washington, DC — Today, Congresswoman Terri A. Sewell (AL-07) released the
following statement on the 51t Commemoration of the bombing of the 16th Street
Baptist Church in Birmingham, Alabama. Last year, Congresswoman Sewell sponsored
legislation to posthumously bestow the Congressional Gold Medal to Addie Mae Collins,
Denise McNair, Carole Robertson, and Cynthia Morris Wesley, the “Four Little Girls”
who tragically lost their lives during the bombing.

“Today we commemorate the lives and legacies of four precious little girls — Addie Mae
Collins, Denise McNair, Carole Robertson, and Cynthia Morris Wesley — who died in the
sacred walls of the 16th Street Baptist Church 51 years ago today. We also honor the lives
of two young boys, Johnny Robinson and Virgil Ware, who were killed in Birmingham
within hours of the church bombing. The young, innocent lives that were lost that day
awakened the slumbering conscience of America and served as a galvanizing force for
passage of historic civil rights legislation including the Civil Rights Act of 1964 and the
Voting Rights Act of 1965.

Their legacy paved the way for me and many of my colleagues to serve in Congress
today. For that, we owe them a debt of gratitude. This is why I was humbled that my first
successful piece of legislation honored the “four little girls” with the highest civilian
honor Congress can bestow upon any individual, the Congressional Gold Medal. These
heroines deserve to have their proper place in history and I am proud to have been a
part of bestowing this honor posthumously on Addie Mae, Carole, Cynthia, and Denise.

It is not enough, however, that we just reflect and say thank you. When our brothers and
sisters of color suffer from some of the same injustices suffered 50 years ago, we cannot
ignore that their work has now become our work. We must recommit ourselves to the
movement by combating all modern-day efforts to dismantle the rights they died for.
Their hallowed legacy compels us to do no less.”



USDA SEEKS APPLICATIONS FOR GRANTS TO INCREASE
ECONOMIC OPPORTUNITY AND IMPROVE THE QUALITY OF LIFE
IN RURAL AREAS

Washington, DC - Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack today announced that USDA is
seeking applications for grants that will be awarded to organizations to provide critical
financial and technical assistance to recipients to develop and strengthen their capacity
to carry out housing, community facilities and community and economic development
projects.

"Many rural nonprofits often need capital and technical assistance to carry out their
missions," Vilsack said. "These grants will provide both of these components through
local and regional organizations that are experts at delivering such services."

USDA is making nearly $6 million available to qualified organizations under the Rural
Community Development Initiative (RCDI).

Recipients must be non-profit organizations, low-income rural communities, or
federally recognized tribes. Intermediary organizations are required to provide
matching funds at least equal to the RCDI grant. The grants do not go directly to
business recipients but rather through qualified intermediaries.

The deadline for submitting RCDI applications is November 12, 2014. Applications must
be submitted to the USDA Rural Development state office where the applicant's
headquarters are located. More information about the program and how to apply is
available on page 47427 of the August 13, 2014 Federal Register.

Here is an example of how the RCDI program is helping rural communities. The
Western Maine Community Action Program (WMCAP) has received several RCDI
grants in recent years to help low-and very-low-income seniors maintain their
independence and remain in their homes through the Keeping Seniors Home Program.
Started in 2004, this program has served nearly 3,000 low-income senior homeowners
in Maine. WMCAP is also working on a regional job creation plan to train energy
auditors, private contractors, and other community partners to provide additional
support services to Maine's elderly rural citizens.

President Obama's historic investments in rural America have made our rural
communities stronger. Under his leadership, these investments in housing, community
facilities, businesses and infrastructure have empowered rural America to continue
leading the way — strengthening America's economy, small towns and rural
communities.

Promise Zone Initiative

HUD is pleased to announce the application for the second round of Promise Zone
Initiative designations. The Promise Zone Initiative is part of President Obama’s plan to
revitalize high-poverty urban, rural and tribal communities. Promise Zones is a locally
driven strategy that can create jobs, increase economic activity, expand education
opportunities, reduce serious and violent crime, leverage private capital and assist local
leaders in navigating federal programs and cutting through red tape.

All communities will be eligible for a Promise Zone designation. HUD will designate six
urban Promise Zones and USDA will designate at least one rural and one tribal
community. Applications are due by November 21, 2014 by 5:00pm EST with
announcements expected in 2015.

HUD in close collaboration with USDA will convene three distinct webcasts for urban,
rural, and tribal to discuss the second round of the Promise Zone Initiative with
interested communities.
