Washington, D.C. -- Congresswoman Terri Sewell issued the following statement after voting in 

support of H.R. 1191, the Iran Nuclear Agreement Review Act of 2015. 

 

“The Iran Nuclear Agreement Review Act of 2015 struck the appropriate balance between giving 

the Obama Administration the flexibility it needs to negotiate for a nuclear-free Iran, and granting 

Congress the proper authority to review a final agreement that would waive or suspend sanctions 

against Iran. 

 

“Resolving the nuclear standoff with Iran is of grave importance for our nation’s security and for 

Israel, our strongest ally in the Middle East. We must make every effort to ensure that Iran never 

acquires a nuclear weapon. 

 

“The Senate has already passed this bipartisan bill, and it will now be sent to the President for his 

signature.” 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Froman, and Secretary Canfield 

to Highlight Alabama Exports 

 

 

Washington, D.C. -- Congresswoman Terri Sewell announced that U.S. Trade Representative 

Michael Froman, the chief United States official on international trade and a member of President 

Obama’s cabinet, will visit Alabama to meet with a diverse range of local leaders and to discuss 

the role exports play in the state’s economy as well as opportunities to expand trade. 

 

Commerce Secretary Greg Canfield will join the Alabama Trade Summit to highlight the 

importance of exports for the state’s economy. 

 

“I am thrilled to welcome U.S. Trade Representative Michael Froman to Alabama where he will 

meet with local leaders from our agriculture and manufacturing sectors,” said Rep. Terri Sewell. 

“Exports help drive Alabama’s economy. Alabama businesses exported $19.5 billion in 

merchandise last year, which supported more than 95,000 jobs. Access to foreign markets and fair 

trade policies that benefit American workers are integral, necessary components that will help 

Alabama exporters to continue to thrive and spur new job growth.” 

 

“Increasing Made-in-America exports is a key priority of President Obama’s Middle Class 

Economics agenda, and Alabama is an exporting powerhouse,” said U.S. Trade Representative 

Michael Froman.

“I wrote a letter in support of his previous request for a reduced sentence that was unfortunately 

denied, however, this has not deterred me from pressing ahead with this important issue on behalf 

of Mayor Langford, his family and the greater Birmingham community. I am working with Mayor 

Langford’s family to arrange a meeting with the Director of the Federal Bureau of Prisons, Charles 

Samuels, Jr., and U.S. Attorney General Loretta Lynch in order to advocate for his release. 

 

“Mayor Langford should be at home with his family. He poses no threat to our community, and 

should be released given his rapidly declining health.” 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 



Department of Justice's Office of Community Oriented Policing Services 

releases final task force report, opens 2015 grant solicitations 
 

Grants to focus on task force objectives 

WASHINGTON, DC - The Office of Community Oriented Policing Services today announced 

the release of the final report from the President's Task Force on 21st Century Policing. On Dec. 

18, 2014, President Barack Obama signed an executive order establishing the task force and 

charged it with identifying best practices and recommendations on how policing practices can 

promote effective crime reduction while building public trust. The task force sought expertise from 

stakeholders and input from the public to make recommendations, which are included in the final 

report.  

“This report includes tenable solutions for every community across this nation, whether large or 

small,” said COPS Office Director Ronald Davis. “The remarkable 11 individuals that made up 

this task force were able to build consensus around some of the most challenging topics in 

policing.”  

The COPS Office today also announced five separate Fiscal Year 2015 grant funding opportunities 

now open to the field for submission of applications. Agencies applying for funding are strongly 

encouraged to incorporate the recommendations of the President's Task Force on 21st Century 

Policing into the community policing strategies proposed in their applications. Grants will provide 

a total of up to $163 million to state, local, territory and tribal law enforcement agencies to meet a 

variety of resource needs, including sworn officer positions, training and technical assistance, and 

expansion of problem-focused task forces.  

The 2015 COPS Hiring Program is a competitive grant program that funds the hiring or rehiring of 

law enforcement officers. CHP provides 75 percent of the approved entry-level salaries and fringe 

benefits of each newly hired and/or rehired full-time officer, up to $125,000 per officer position, 

over the three-year (36 month) grant period. 

The 2015 Community Policing Development Program advances the practice of community 

policing in law enforcement agencies through training and technical assistance, the development of 

innovative community policing strategies, applied research, guidebooks and best practices that are 

national in scope. The CPD solicitation is designed to address critical topics in the law 

enforcement field by building on the principles of community policing. 

The 2015 COPS Anti-Gang Initiative funds regional, multijurisdictional anti-gang task forces 

comprised of federal, state and local law enforcement agencies to address gang activity, focusing 

on enforcement, prevention and education and intervention. 

The 2015 Anti-Heroin Task Force Program assists state law enforcement agencies in states with 

high per capita levels of primary treatment admissions for both heroin and other opioids. AHTF 

funds shall be used for investigative purposes to locate or investigate illicit activities related to the 

distribution of heroin or unlawful distribution of prescription opioids.

The 2015 COPS Anti-Methamphetamine Program advances public safety by providing funds 

directly to state law enforcement agencies to investigate illicit activities related to the manufacture 

and distribution of methamphetamine. 

Applications for all programs are due by 7:59 p.m. EDT on June 19, 2015 and are available 

through the COPS Office website. 

The COPS Office, headed by Director Ronald Davis, is a federal agency responsible for advancing 

community policing nationwide. Since 1995, COPS has awarded more than $14 billion to advance 

community policing, including grants awarded to more than 13,000 state, local, and tribal law 

enforcement agencies to fund the hiring and redeployment of more than 126,000 officers and 

provide a variety of knowledge resource products including publications, training, and technical 

assistance.

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USDA Seeks Applications to Expand Economic Development in 

Rural Communities 

Washington, District of Columbia, May 15, 2015 —  

Agriculture Under Secretary Lisa Mensah today announced that USDA is seeking applications for 

grants to support rural community economic development. 

“This funding from USDA will ensure that technical and financial assistance is available for those 

who wish to improve the quality of life in rural communities,” Mensah said. “Very often, great 

visions for better rural communities exist, but the next steps toward positive change are unclear. 

These grants will help rural communities build a path to community economic development so 

rural America can share in the nation’s economic recovery." 

Approximately $10.4 million is being made available under the Rural Community Development 

Initiative (RCDI) program. Eligible applicants include public, private, and non-profit 

intermediaries, and federally recognized tribes. 

RCDI grants can be used to provide training or technical assistance. Training may be focus on 

homeownership education, minority business entrepreneurship, strategic community planning or 

accessing alternative funding sources. Intermediary organizations must provide matching funds at 

least equal to the RCDI grant.  Grants range from $50,000 to $250,000. 

USDA has invested more than $33 million through the RCDI program since 2009. In 2013, the 

Choctaw Nation of Oklahoma received a $150,000 grant to provide home buying and home 

maintenance education to 50 Native American women in the community of Broken Bow.

Obama to announce eBook initiative for low-income students 

 

President Obama will announce two initiatives involving the private sector that aim to expand access to 

digital content to low-income students, according to the White House. The Obama administration 

marshaled major book publishers to provide more than $250 million in free e-books to low-income students 

and is seeking commitments from local governments and schools across the country to ensure that every 

student has a library card. 

Mr. Obama will roll out the programs during an appearance at the Anacostia Library in Washington, D.C. 

Thursday. 

Several major U.S. publishers have agreed to participate, including Simon & Schuster, Bloomsbury, 

Macmillan, Random House-Penguin and HarperCollins. Also, nonprofits and libraries will be teaming up to 

produce an app that will be able deliver the digital books. The New York Public library is working with 

book donation nonprofit Firstbook to develop the e-reader app for these books - many of which are already 

in the public domain.  

This is part of a broader effort by the White House, the two-year-old ConnectED program that aims to 

improve education through digital connectivity. The president has set a goal for ConnectED to provide 99 

percent of all U.S. students to high-speed broadband in their schools and in their libraries by 2018. 

Thursday's announcement is estimated to draw on $2 billion from the private sector, $2 billion from FCC 

funding for Wi-Fi connectivity in schools and libraries and an additional $1.5 billion in annual funding. 

The offer of e-books comes as low-income households still lag far behind others in computer ownership, 

but White House officials said libraries and schools in poor communities are increasing access to the 

Internet.  

At the same time, Obama will appeal to library directors, local governments and school officials to work 

together to provide universal access to library cards. The White House already has commitments from 30 

cities and counties, ranging from Baltimore to San Francisco and points in between. 

The announcement comes just two days after Obama called on Americans to do "some soul searching" in 

the wake of recurrent black deaths at the hands of police and riots that have shaken minority communities, 

most recently in Baltimore. 

Jeff Zients, the director of the White House National Economic Council, said of the program, "If we're 

serious about living up to what our country is about, then we have to consider what we can do to provide 

opportunities in every community, not just when they're on the front page, but every day."  

A U.S. Census Bureau study of computer and Internet use issued in November found that in 2013 nearly 84 

percent of households reported owning a computer. Among households with incomes under $25,000, 

however, only 62 percent said they owned a computer. 

"They may not be on the grid at home," said Cecilia Munoz, director of Obama's Domestic Policy Council. 

But they certainly have Internet access at school, she said.
