Military Academy Nominations

Thank you for your interest in the U.S. Service Academies. As your 7th Congressional District
Representative in the U.S. House of Representatives, each year I have the privilege of
nominating a limited number of people to four of the five service academies. The honor of
attending a service academy comes with an obligation and commitment to serve in the military
for a minimum of five years upon graduation. Best wishes to you as you pursue your goal of
attending one of the U.S. Service Academies and serving our country.

United States Military Academy Nominations

One of my most satisfying duties is to nominate young people from Alabama's 7th Congressional
District to service aeaﬂe:;nies. As a member of Congress, I can make what is referred to as
“congressional nominations.”

The Nomination Process

To be considered for an appointment to a service academy, an applicant must meet the eligibility
requirements eetabhshed%} rlaw and be nominated fmm an authorized person including a
Member of the United States Senate or the House of Representatives. I may nominate applicants
who are legally domiciled within the boundaries of Alabama's 7th Congressional District.

Who Is Eligible?

An applicant for a nomination must meet the following eligibility requirements as of July 1 of
the year of admission to a service academy. He or she must be at least 17 years old, but not have
passed the 23rd birthday, must be a United States citizen, and must be unmarried, not pregnant,
and have no legal obhgatton to suppert children or other dependents

Service Academies

There are five Service Academies: The United States Air Foree (USAFA), Naval (USIVA), Military
(USMA), Merchant Marine (USMMA), and Coast Guard (USCGA) Academies. Nominations are
required for all but the U.S. Coast Guard Academy, to which appointments are made on the
basis of an annual nationwide competition. Please note that you must start an application
E%cu:ess with the academy you are applying to as well as the nomination process through my

The semester-long Emerging Leaders Internship Program sponsored by Walmart creates a corps of
trained, young leaders with the skills, outlook, and contacts necessary to generate and sustain positive
change in Washington, D.C. and their local communities.

Pub. L. No. 114-113 provides $310,500,000 million for the AFG Program. The AFG Program is authorized
under Section 33 of the Federal Fire Prevention and Control Act of 1974, Pub. L. No. 93-498, as amended
(15 U.S.C. § 2229).

The goal of the AFG Program is to enhance, through direct financial assistance, the health and safety of the
public and firefighting personnel and to provide a continuum of support for emergency responders
regarding fire, medical, and all-hazard events. The AFG Program awards grants directly to fire
departments, nonaffiliated EMS organizations, and State fire training academies for critically needed
resources to protect the public, train emergency personnel, foster interoperability, and support community
resilience.

USDA Seeks Applications for Health Care Grants in the Delta Region

WASHINGTON, Sept. 13, 2016 — Agriculture Secretary Tom Vilsack today announced that the U.S. Department of
Agriculture (USDA) is seeking applications for grants to improve health care in the Delta Region. Nearly $4.4
million in grant funding is available through the Delta Health Care Services Grant Program.

"The Delta Health Care Services Grant Program and other programs like it are helping rural America to rebound,"”
said Vilsack. "USDA's targeted grant programs and development projects can help Delta towns access high-quality
medical and health care services, improving the quality of life for residents and enriching the area's ability to support
strong communities for generations to come."

Groups eligible for grants include higher education institutions, health and research institutes, economic development
entities, health care cooperatives or consortia of these entities. Recipients must serve residents of the Delta Region,
which includes 252 counties and parishes in Alabama, Arkansas, Illinois, Kentucky, Louisiana, Mississippi, Missouri
and Tennessee.

USDA is encouraging applications for projects in census tracts with poverty rates greater than or equal to 20 percent.
Grants are awarded on a competitive basis. The maximum award per grant is $1 million. USDA has provided more
than $17 million for 31 projects funded through the Delta Health Care Services Grant Program since the start of the
Obama Administration.

Paper applications are due Nov. 14. Electronic copies are due Nov. 7. For more information, see page 62854 of the
Sept. 13, 2016, Federal Register.

Sam Rikkers, administrator for USDA's Rural Business-Cooperative Service, underscored the importance of the
Delta Health Care Services Grant Program during a Sept. 8 visit to Southeastern Louisiana University in Hammond.
While there, Rikkers awarded the school a $646,482 grant to enhance a health care training project the University
launched in 2013, also with USDA funding through the Delta Health program.

The University is expanding a program in which volunteers are trained as health coaches and motivational aides as
part of a care coordination strategy. The program is designed to reduce hospital readmissions, improve patient health
and enhance the quality of the medical workforce. The University also will expand its health coach internship
program to include students from more health care disciplines.

Today's funding builds on USDA's historic investments in rural America over the past seven years. Since 2009,
USDA has worked to strengthen and support rural communities and American agriculture, an industry that supports
one in 11 American jobs, provides American consumers with more than 80 percent of the food we consume, ensures
that Americans spend less of their paychecks at the grocery store than most people in other countries, and supports
markets for homegrown renewable energy and materials.

Since 2009, USDA Rural Development (QUSDARD [ ) has invested $13.5 billion for 5,739 water and waste
infrastructure projects, benefiting 19.1 million rural residents; invested nearly $13 billion to start or expand nearly
112,000 rural businesses; helped 1.1 million rural residents buy homes; funded nearly 9,200 community facilities
such as schools, public safety and health care facilities; and helped bring high-speed Internet access to nearly 6
million rural residents and businesses. USDA also has invested $31.3 billion in 963 electric projects that have
financed more than 185,000 miles of transmission and distribution lines serving 4.6 million rural residents.

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Rep. Sewell Votes for Short-Term Funding Bill to Avert
Government Shutdown

We must put partisan politics aside and prioritize the American people.

Washington, D.C. - Today, Congresswoman Terri Sewell, a Member of the Financial Services
Committee and the House Permanent Select Committee on Intelligence, issued the following
statement after voting yes to the Fiscal Year 2017 Continuing Resolution, H.R. 5325, to fund the
government through December 9, 2016:

“Today I voted in favor of this short term funding bill to ensure that our government continues to
provide critical services and resources to Americans across the country. While I had hoped for a
long term funding solution, this bill provides vital funding for our military infrastructure, housing,
and services for men and women in our Armed Forces and their families.

“Additionally, this legislation finally answers the call to address the Zika virus health crisis that

has impacted far too many Americans. The funding in the bill will enhance the Administration's

efforts to reduce the risk of the virus, particularly in pregnant women, by better controlling the
mosquitoes that spread the Zika virus, developing new prevention tools, including vaccines and
better diagnostics to protect Americans from the virus, and conducting crucial research projects
needed to better understand the virus’s impact on infants and children.

"I look forward to continuing to work together in a bipartisan manner to develop a long term
funding solution that makes critical investments in our infrastructure, creates jobs, and preserves
our national security.”
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Rep. Sewell Statement VVoting Against Water Resources
Development Act

Washington, D.C. - Today, Congresswoman Terri Sewell, a Member of the Financial Services
Committee and the House Permanent Select Committee on Intelligence, issued the following
statement after voting against H.R. 5303 - the Water Resources Development Act of 2016.

“Today’s vote was vote for the State of Alabama. This bill included troubling language which
would undermine Alabama’s ability to negotiate with neighboring states to resolve ongoing water-
use conflicts. Alabama’s citizens rely on water that flows from the Apalachicola-Chattahoochee-
Flint River System and the Alabama-Coosa-Tallapoosa River System for economic development,
agricultural use, and public consumption. If water flow is decreased or disrupted by upstream
sources, then Alabama communities will suffer significantly.

“While, I was extremely pleased to see that Republicans have finally responded to Democrat’s
demand to address the Flint water crisis, the bill falls short in providing immediate and critical
financial relief. As the greatest nation in the world, every American should have access to safe
and clean drinking water. What has happened in Flint should profoundly disturbing to every
American. When thousands of children are being poisoned by lead contamination, it is the
obligation of Congress to act. I look forward to voting for a final bill that actually provides funds
to address the crisis in Flint.”

Description: AmeriCorps grants are awarded to eligible organizations proposing to engage

AmeriCorps members in evidence-based or evidence-informed interventions to
strengthen communities. An AmeriCorps member is an individual who engages in
community service through an approved national service position. Members may
receive a living allowance and other benefits while serving. Upon successful
completion of their service, members earn a Segal AmeriCorps Education Award from
the National Service Trust that members can use to pay for higher education expenses
or apply to qualified student loans. Grant awards generally have two components:
operating funds and AmeriCorps member positions. Grant award amounts vary — both
in the level of operating funds and in the type and amount of AmeriCorps member
positions. Unless otherwise specified, the grant generally covers a three-year project
period. In approving a multi-year project period, CNCS generally makes an initial
award for the first year of operation. In most cases, the application is submitted with a
one-year budget. Continuation funding is not guaranteed. Deadline is January 18,
2017.

Museum Assessment Program

The Museum Assessment Program (MAP) is supported through a cooperative
agreement between the Institute of Museum and Library Services and the American
Alliance of Museums. It is designed to help museums assess their strengths and
weaknesses, and plan for the future.

A MAP assessment requires members of the museum staff and governing authority to
complete a self-study. After completion of the self-study, a site visit is conducted by
one or more museum professionals, who tour the museum and meet with staff,
governing officials, and volunteers. The reviewers work with the museum and MAP
staff to produce a report evaluating the museum's operations, making
recommendations, and suggesting resources.

There are three types of MAP assessments:

Organizational Assessment: Reviews all areas of operations.

Collections Stewardship Assessment: Focuses on collections policies, planning
access, documentation, and collections care within the context of the museum'’s total
operations.

Community Engagement Assessment: Assesses the museum's understanding of and
relationship with its communities as well as its communities' perceptions of and
experiences with the museum. Two Application Deadlines is July 1 and December 1.
